In 2005 the TygerBear Unit broke
ground, literally and figuratively on
Phase 3: The establishment of a dedi-
cated survivor's care centre to pro-
vide a psychosocial and care service to
survivors of rape, other trauma due to
HIV/Aids, Cancer, etc. in children as
well as their significant others
(family, friends and partners).

The need for such a centre has be-
come a priority due to the alarming
increase in children's trauma.  Survi-
vors can usually be stabilized medi-
cally within a short period of time and
are then ready for discharge from
the hospital. However, due to the
complexity of this trauma the psycho-
social circumstances, with the accent
on safety and therapy, needs more
time and attention.

The impact of such trauma may need
more intensive therapy than just
trauma counselling for example play
therapy for children, family therapy
and HIV/Aids counselling. Besides
therapy the survivors will also be
cared for in a safe and homely atmos-
phere.

The Care Centre is now reaching com-
pletion and will be opening its’ doors in
May 2008. However, as we are a non-
profit and limited government- funded
organization, it is vital that we receive
financial support from the corporate
as well as the public sector. Our
gratitude to those who have carried
us this far, we assure you, your ef-
forts have not gone unnoticed.
